The International Conference of Photography Studies, to be held on 4-6 December 2023 at
Colégio dos Jesuitas, Universidade da Madeira, Funchal, Portugal, invites proposals on
Photography and Site — Routes, Cartographies and Drifts. The conference aims to explore
the ways in which photography has been used to map and represent territories, as well as
documenting journeys, migrations and movements across landscapes. In addition to
designating spatially defined territories, the notion of “site” has been associated with
metaphorical and metonymic meanings, with historical, identity and relational dimensions,
which replace or, at least, superimpose this more essential geographic dimension.
Moreover, this overcoming of a more properly territorial circumscription is implicit in studies
that relate photographic representation to geographic imagination, where photography
emerges as a particularly apt means of defining spatiality.

AIWAC 3 - From the Amazons to the Guerrilla Girls. Warring Women in
Art, Architecture and Literature

Rome, 18-20 Oct 23

The third edition of AIWAC (Annual International Women in the Arts Conference) focuses on
the matter of women warriors from the matriarchal period to contemporary times, with a
particular emphasis on the ‘guerrilla girls movement’ and its concerns on the production and
public display of art of and by women. How did women approach the artist's greatest and
most difficult task to communicate the horrors of war? How have they represented its impact
on women and children? Since the beginning of history women were actively engaged in
warfare to protect their lands, their people, their family or just themselves.

The conference aims to see if and when art, architecture and literature have acknowledged
the subject and how was it treated. At the same time we would recognize how warring
women, such as Ethelfleda or the Great Countess Mathilda, were represented. What were
the historical, social and political conditions in which artists — painters, sculptors, writers,
philosophers — represented and acknowledged warring women? How were these women
able to break the glass ceiling?

Peindre et penser la peinture en France, 1570-1650

Paris, 11 Sep-18 Dec 23

Le ler février 2023 a débuté un projet de recherche financé par le Fonds national suisse,
Peindre et penser la peinture en France durant le premier XVlle siécle : discours, artistes,
concepts (2023-2027), dirigé par Jan Blanc (Université de Genéve), et auquel collaborent
Pauline Randonneix (doctorante), Antoine Gallay et Léonie Marquaille (postdoctorants) et
Maxime Humeau (ingénieur informatique).Ce projet ambitionne de proposer de nouveaux
éclairages sur les discours portés en frangais sur I'art entre la seconde moitié du XVle siécle
et le milieu du XVlle siécle, avant la tenue mensuelle des conférences de I'’Académie royale
de peinture et de sculpture.

Nous chercherons a tenir compte de la pluralité des discours frangais sur la peinture de
cette période, dans les écrits des artistes professionnels, mais aussi des amateurs et des
curieux — historiens, philosophes, poeétes, théologiens, etc. S’appropriant la langue des
peintres, ces derniers participent aussi a la diffusion de leurs idées et a la formation du
regard des spectateurs francais.

Afin d’accompagner les recherches menées dans le cadre de ce projet, nous organiserons a
partir de 'automne 2023 un atelier de recherche durant lequel, chaque semaine, un-e
spécialiste (doctorant-e, postdoctorant-e, chercheuse ou chercheur avancé-e, etc.)

Facultad de Arquitectura, UNAM, Ciudad de México, Mar 19-21, 2024

Las politicas de vivienda social en muchos paises de Iberoamérica han asumido en las
Ultimas décadas procesos de crecimiento urbano extensivo, a menudo basados en la casa
unifamiliar, aislada o adosada, o en conjuntos de densidad media-baja, que tienden a
configurarse como islas. Estos desarrollos de escasa densidad en localizaciones periféricas
han agudizado los problemas de consumo de suelo, de derroche de recursos y tiempos de
desplazamiento, de acceso a los servicios y equipamientos urbanos, problemas que, por
repartirse en el largo plazo y afectar a un gran nimero de individuos, tienden a ser
inadvertidos. Por otro lado, la produccién de vivienda social a gran escala ha dado también
lugar a fendbmenos de expansion urbana mediante conjuntos cerrados de torres y bloques
de alta densidad, de nuevo aislados, sin equipamientos ni espacio publico de calidad.

El necesario compromiso de la vivienda social con la calidad del habitat y con la
sostenibilidad de los modelos urbanos y territoriales demanda una alternativa urgente ante
esta situacion. Es el momento de explorar un cambio de paradigma arquitecténico y urbano
gue exige nuevas declinaciones: la sustitucion de la cultura del desarrollo expansivo, que
privilegia lo nuevo y lo individual, por un sentido de aprovechamiento de lo existente, del
reciclaje de materiales e ideas, de procesos y dindmicas que apunten a una nueva
dimensién colectiva. La vivienda social, motor para la expansién del territorio disciplinar de
la arquitectura y para el crecimiento de las ciudades en el siglo pasado, se presenta ahora
como instrumento y objeto de procesos de transformacion de lo ya urbanizado y construido.

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Artistic Realism and Social Abstraction (Fribourg, 23-24 Nov 23)

Fribourg (CH), Nov 23-24, 2023

In capitalist modernity, reality is permeated by abstractions. These abstractions take various
forms, including the economic logic of monetary exchange relations and abstract labor, the
universalizing legal form of the modern subject abstracted from gendered, racialized and
class domination, as well as the increasing technological mediation of social life. In these
examples, abstraction is not to be understood as a conceptual detachment from reality, but
as a social practice operative within it.

Our workshop aims to explore the consequences of this social abstraction for the discourse
on critical artistic realism. How does art engage with forms of abstraction that shape our
reality? We invite scholars from disciplines such as art history, philosophy, sociology, gender
studies, media studies and others to reflect on these questions from theoretical as well as
historical perspectives.

Ademas, tal como sefiala Michel de Certeau, la celebracién de
la liturgia se compone de un cimulo de practicas, gestos y acciones compartidas tanto por
el oficiante como por la feligresia en un espacio sagrado. Esta configuracién interior tiene su
correlato en una forma arquitectdnica que la anticipa y, mas aun, se inscribe muchas veces
en un entorno geogréfico sacralizado mediante diversas practicas rituales que demarcan el
paso del tiempo, no sin transformaciones en su devenir.

Description:

The aim of the research is to expand the creative possibilities for contemporary dance
performances and augment the experience for the audience using digital technology — with
an emphasis on exploring artificial intelligence (Al) and audience interaction, on-site and
online. This aim has two interconnected approaches. The first approach is to build capacity
for dance artists and media artists regarding new digital and Al-based approaches in dance
— for preparing, performing, distributing and re-purposing dance works (including online) — by
assisting in the design and development of creativity-support tools (CSTs). The second
approach is to enable audiences to engage with performances in an augmented way:
